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O you who believe! Fear Allah as He should be feared, and die not except as Muslims.
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O mankind! Be dutiful to your Lord, Who created you from a single person, and from him He created his wife,
and from them both He created many men and women; and fear Allah through Whom you demand your
mutual rights, and do not cut the relations of kinship. Surely, Allah is an All-Watcher over you.
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O you who believe! Keep your duty to Allah and fear Him, and always speak the truth. He will direct you to do
righteous good deeds and will forgive you your sins. And whosoever obeys Allah and His Messenger [SAWS]
he has indeed achieved a great achievement.

Last PART:
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The following last part's translation is just for your personal reference only, unless you want to say it
BEFORE the Arabic part (above). It is recommended that you end your khutbah with the Arabic part,
you see. (Why? When the congregation usually hears "Wa agimiS-Salaah," they will all start standing
up!)

Translation of the LAST part:

Slaves of Allah! "Allah commands justice, the doing of good, and liberality to kith and kin, and He forbids all
shameful deeds, and injustice and rebeliion: He instructs you, that you may remember.” [16:90]

Remember Allah the supreme (in glory) and He will remember you, and be thankful to Him, and He will
increase you in bounty, and seek His forgiveness, He will forgive you, and have Tagwa of Him, He will make
for you a way out of your issues.
